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A Japanese company is developing digital “clones” of individuals designed to
take over some of a person’s daily online duties. The company is Tokyo-based
Alt Incorporated. It is working on creating a digital double—an animated image
that looks and talks just like its human owner.

The company’s chief executive, Kazutaka Yonekura, told The Associated Press
he believes such a double could make people’s lives easier by helping them get
more things done. The digital clone, also called an avatar, could be used for
things like carrying out early job interviews or communicating with a person’s
doctor ahead of a medical visit. Yonekura said the main purpose of a digital
double would be to “liberate” humans from the many daily duties. He showed
AP reporters his own digital clone on a computer. It included an image and
digitized version of his voice. When his digital clone was asked, “What kind of
music do you like,” it waited several seconds before giving a long answer. The
double explained that Yonekura favors lively music such as hip-hop or rock ‘n’
roll.

Yonekura argues that the technology he is developing is more personal than
other digital assistants, such as Apple’s Siri, Amazon’s Alexa and Google
Assistant. He said most importantly, the clone belongs to you and not the
technology company that created it. Yonekura added that his developers had
attempted to build tools into the system that are designed to prevent awkward
social mistakes. Currently, digital doubles are very costly. FEach Alt clone costs
about $140,000, so it will likely take time before there is a mass market for the
clones.  Digital doubles are created by taking an individual’s data from social
media websites as well as publicly available records. The data is continuously
changed and stored in the system. The data is designed to keep up with the
individual’s changing habits and activities.

Yonekura said he believes a digital clone could open the door for a society



in which people can center on being more creative and waste less time on
necessary daily activities. The idea of a digital clone reportedly enjoys widespread
appeal in Japan—the country that gave the world Pokemon, karaoke, Hello Kitty
and emojis.  But Yonekura admits that cultures are different, and Westerners
may not like the idea as much. “I can’t tell you how many times I've been
asked: Why does it have to be a personal clone, and not just a digital agent?”

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New research coming out of Tohoku University suggests that wasabi is good
for the ability to [ 12 ].  Wasabi, a spicy green paste, is eaten in small
amounts in sushi and along with other Japanese dishes. It is made from the
wasabi plant, a member of the mustard family.

A recent study tested people between the ages of sixty and eighty. Some of
the test subjects took a wasabi extract nightly before going to bed. The other
test subjects were given a placebo*. After three months, the people who took the
wasabi extract had significantly better results in short-term and long-term
memory tests. The placebo-takers did not show any improvement.

Wasabi was already known to contain an antioxidant® and anti-inflammatory™
called 6-MSITC that is rare in other plants. The researchers think that 6-MSITC
might affect the hippocampus® in our brains, the area that is responsible for
memory function. They will continue researching with the hope that wasabi can
help people that are experiencing dementia®.

This new research seems to be good news for sushi-eaters, but alas, most
wasabi that is served in Japan 1is not real wasabi. Instead, it 1is white
horseradish that has been dyed green. Real wasabi is difficult to grow and, as
a result, is very [ 13 1.

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Living with pets definitely has more benefits than drawbacks. Pets can help
you prevent a range of diseases and reduce stress. They can also teach children
to think about others. Pets not only provide companionship, they are also a
great conversation topic. Everybody knows these facts. Unfortunately, despite a
shared love of pets in Japan, thousands are abandoned every year, often because
people move to a place which doesn’t allow them. In 2011, local government-run
animal shelters took in over 220,000 abandoned dogs and cats. About 80% of
these pets were “put down” or killed. While the Japanese pet industry keeps on
expanding, about 500 abandoned pets are killed every day. In other words, the
housing market cannot adjust to the pet boom, and animal protection laws in
Japan remain weak. The victims are, of course, the pets.

Most of us know that landlords and condominium owners are very reluctant
to allow pets in their buildings. In Tokyo, for example, only 15% of all
apartments for sale allow pets after consultations. However, even if pets are
allowed, pet owners usually have to pay three times more key money* and
deposit, pay higher rental fees, and often only one small dog is allowed.

The age of the building usually will tell you if it’s a pet-friendly place. The
older the condominium is, the less likely you will be able to have a pet. If you
rent an apartment, however, the rule is different. While most landlords do not
allow pets, owners of older apartment buildings or buildings which are far from
stations and supermarkets might be willing to accept them in order to find
tenants.  Nevertheless, there are limits. The majority of Japanese landlords will
only allow dogs and will often specify a size limitation.

Something needs to be done to help those pets. If the pet market grows,
and if demand for pet-friendly apartments and condominiums grows as a result,
things might improve. We can already see signs of change. For example, the

Tokyo-based real estate company Livinggold has renovated apartments in Suginami



Ward to allow for cats. It installs fun features like passages near ceilings and
towers to climb. More companies should consider the growing demand for pet-
friendly places.

Leonardo Da Vinci once said the time will come when people will see the
murder of animals in par with the murder of people. Gandhi once said the
greatness of a nation can be judged by the way its animals are treated. We
cannot allow the mindless killing of abandoned pets to continue. The best

solution is for more apartments and condominiums to allow pets.

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TOKYO (Kyodo) — Over half of female business leaders in Japan doubt the
country will reach its target of having women occupy 30 percent of top corporate
roles by 2030, citing slow shifts in views among its [ 11 ] executive class.

In a Kyodo News survey of 41 senior women, including CEOs and auditors*
at major firms, 73 percent said a shift in how top management views the issue
1s needed to increase the number of women in senior roles, while 54 percent cited
the need to change company culture.

The government has asked firms listed on the Tokyo Stock Exchange’s
top-tier Prime Market* to up the ratio of female executives to 30 percent or
more by 2030. However, 54 percent of respondents said the target will not be
reached, while 29 percent said it will.

A 2024 Kyodo News analysis found that women held 16.2 percent of high-level
roles at Japan’s top companies. The country trails its Group of Seven peers®,
which average 38.8 percent, according to Cabinet Office data.

Asked why the imbalance persists in Japan, 71 percent of those surveyed
pointed to the “effects of traditional gendered divisions of labor,” while 63 percent
attributed it to “work-life balance issues.”

Around 80 percent of respondents said they would [ 12 1 younger
generations of women to aim for senior positions, with none saying they would
not.

The survey conducted from mid-March through early May coincides with the
40th anniversary of the enactment® of dJapan’s law on equal opportunity and
treatment between men and women in employment.

On the legislation’s effect, just 7 percent said it had achieved its aims, while

63 percent said it had “somewhat” done so.

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Ignorance is bliss*, isn’t it?

Health has become an increasingly popular topic for my friends and me as
we age. Recently, some of them have said they were reluctant to go for health
screenings.  They were worried that the screening results would reveal potential
red flags.

One said, “Even if something is wrong with me, I'd rather not know so that
I won’t get worried.” As a reporter covering the health and wellness beat*, I've
written many articles about the importance of noticing key signs and symptoms
and getting them checked out. In general, the earlier one gets treated, the better
the treatment results. So I often encourage readers to see a doctor if they
suspect something is amiss.

My friends said they understood this in theory. But their hearts said
otherwise. Some had become wary of over-treatment after they saw elderly
relatives becoming increasingly dependent on a whole host of medications. Others
believed they would sacrifice quality of life by going for certain treatments that
came with significant side effects.

I tried to persuade them. If something isn’t right, wouldn’t you want to
know as soon as possible? At the very least, go for the screenings recommended
by the health authorities.

Singapore’s national health screening programme entitles citizens to subsidized*
health screenings, subject to certain eligibility criteria such as age, sex and family
history. For example, women aged 30 and above qualify for a government
subsidy* to pay just $5 (¥570) for an HPV test once every five years.

Several companies also offer health care packages for their staff, such as a
free annual health screening, though staff will have to pay if they want certain
tests that aren’t included in the standard package. TI've also heard of employers
that provide reimbursement® for health screenings and visits to the doctor, subject
to a certain cap, say $800 (¥91,000) a year.

Of course, some workers choose to forgo* these benefits. A friend in his
mid-50s said he’d never gone for any health screening even though his employer

would have paid for it. “If a health problem crops up, so be it. Not every



illness can be detected via a screening anyway.”

While I agree that we should neither obsess® over testing nor worry too
much about our health, I think it’s good to start screening early to establish a
baseline for comparison thereafter. More importantly, if something doesn’t seem
quite right, we can act quickly to rectify* the problem before it becomes more
serious.

With advances in medical science, many conditions can be managed and
treated effectively, especially when intervention is prompt. The saying “Health is
wealth” may seem like a cliché® but I truly believe that good health, and not

ignorance, is the key to bliss.
